
Jesus promises the Holy Spirit 
John 14:15-21 
 

15 “If you love me, keep my commands. 16 And I will ask the Father, and he will give 

you another advocate to help you and be with you forever— 17 the Spirit of truth. The 

world cannot accept him, because it neither sees him nor knows him. But you know 

him, for he lives with you and will be[a] in you. 

18 I will not leave you as orphans; I will come to you. 19 Before long, the world will not 

see me anymore, but you will see me. Because I live, you also will live. 20 On that 

day you will realize that I am in my Father, and you are in me, and I am in 

you. 21 Whoever has my commands and keeps them is the one who loves me. The 

one who loves me will be loved by my Father, and I too will love them and show 

myself to them.”  

 

1. Reflecting on this passage, what strikes you, or stands out for you and why? 

 

Jesus talks about the Holy Spirit, whom he calls the Spirit of Truth. This is the Spirit who 

reveals to me the truth of who you are - a child of God within whom God lives. You hold 

within yourself a spark of the Divine!  

2. How does this knowledge make me feel about and see yourself?  

 

3. How does being a child of God filled with the Holy Spirit, affect your relationships? 

 

4. How does being a child of God filled with the Holy Spirit affect your relationship with 

God? 

Deeper Stuff - Not an orphan 

Jesus says – “I will not leave you” “I will not leave you orphaned, I am coming to you 
(by the Holy Spirit).” 
 
On the next page is a table that aims to summarise what it means to live with the 

beliefs of an orphan and with the beliefs of a child of God. Try to think of this not as 

two positions on either side of a table, but more a continuum of faith that stretches 

between the two positions.
